1. Improve Your Slam bidding

This hand came up at an East Lindfield club
session about a year ago. Only 5 out of 12
tables bid 6H or 6NT. Nobody bid 7!
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Notes on bidding the slam:

East should open 14. It is not recommended to open
INT with a 5422 (especially 22 in Majors). It can create
severe rebid problems later in the auction.

West bids 1v (forcing) or a strong 2v if this is your
style. West knows there is definitely a game on!

East reverses into 2¢ showing at least 5-4 shape in the
minors & 16+ HCP

West bids 3¢ (Forcing 6+ »). West can now count at
least 34 HCP at this point. Should be a slam!

East bids 4v - supports partner (with the 2 Hearts)

West uses 4NT Key card (or simple Blackwood) to
reveal the 2 Aces in the East hand

East bids 5v showing the 2 Keycards + no Qe (or 2
Aces)

West bids 5« - asking for Kings

East bids 64 - showing the Ka

West Counts winning tricks 7v +1e+2¢ +3a =13
West Counts immediate losing tricks All Aces = 0

Only problem may be a very unlikely 4/0 ¢ break with N
then both 7¢ & 7NT will go down!

4v making 7 would be a bottom - 5% at best!
Bv (55% Ave) as most will be in a slam!,
BNT will be better MP score (60%)

7% is likely a very good 95% MP Score;

7NT —is a much better at MP 100% TOP Score.
The extra 10pts (7¢=1510 vs 7NT=1520) scores the
extra MP’s

In Teams or IMP scoring, just bidding either 7 is
equally acceptable as a good score.
